COLT CLASSIC Links, the Eden Course was built in 1914 by
Harry S. Colt whose use of natural boundaries
and severe bunkers provides a course full of
character.

The Strathtyrum was opened in 1993.
Although few in number (15), the bunkers
are cunningly placed and there is
considerable emphasis on iron play
accuracy. The greens themselves are large
and have slopes and borrows which can
test even the most confident putters.
